Tammie Jo Shults possessed an early interest in flying, but she faced various obstacles
on her path to becoming a military pilot. Applying her lifelong trait of perseverance,
she eventually became one of the first female F/A-18 Hornet pilots in the United States
Navy. After concluding her Navy career, she became a pilot for Southwest Airlines.
Tammie Jo's incredible history and talent received wide acclaim on April 17, 2018,
when she successfully landed a Southwest Boeing 737 after an engine exploded at high
altitude, causing multiple system failures and a rapid depressurization. The successful
landing of Flight 1380 in Philadelphia saved 148 total lives including passengers and
crew, as detailed in her National Best Seller book, Nerves of Steel.

Tammie Jo and her husband Dean live in Texas, and Dean also enjoys flying for
Southwest Airlines. The couple has two adult children and are committed to living out
their faith and serving in their community. They are active in their church and volunteer
at a school focusing on at-risk youth. While Captain Shults retired from commercial
flying in September 2020, she continues to dedicate herself to volunteer piloting
and serves on various boards, including the first DOT Women In Aviation Advisory
Board to the FAA, Pearl Harbor Aviation Board, Angel Flight Board and the Naval
Aviation Museum Foundation Board. In addition, she has received a number of aviation
awards, the latest being inducted into the International Aviation Hall of Fame. For more
information about Tammie Jo Shults, please visit www.CaptainShults.com.

Prior to his appointments as NIOSH Director and WTC Health Program Administrator, Dr. Howard
served as Chief of the Division of Occupational Safety and Health in the State of California’s Labor and Workforce Development
Agency from 1991 through 2002. Dr. Howard earned a Doctor of Medicine from Loyola University of Chicago; a Master of Public
Health from the Harvard University School of Public Health; a Doctor of Law from the University of California at Los Angeles;
and a Master of Law in Administrative Law and Economic Regulation, and a Master of Business Administration in Healthcare
Management, both degrees from The George Washington University in Washington, D.C. Dr. Howard is board-certified in internal
medicine and occupational medicine.

EARTHEA NANCE, PH.D., PE
REGIONAL ADMINISTRATOR, REGION 6 | U.S. ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AGENCY

On December 9, 2021, Earthea Nance was appointed by President Biden as the EPA Regional
Administrator for Region 6. Earthea is an environmental engineer and a 5th generation Texan, who
has for two decades, worked with communities at disproportionate risk of environmental hazards.
She conducted community-based research after Hurricane Katrina, during the Deepwater Horizon
Qil Spill, and in communities without safe water and sanitation in Brazil and Mozambique. After
Hurricane Harvey, she brought community and equity perspectives into regional disaster policy

during her service on the Greater Houston Flood Mitigation Consortium and on the Harris County
Community Flood Resilience Task Force. As a public official serving as director of disaster mitigation and planning for the City
of New Orleans after Katrina, Dr. Nance managed $60 million in flood mitigation funds and created the City’s first approved
plans for hazard mitigation, sustainability, and green energy.

Prior to that, she served as an environmental engineer at the Department of Energy’s Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory,
where she was part of a groundbreaking program to mitigate the risk of dispersal of radioactive material. Earthea has produced
over 60 publications and conference papers while serving on the faculty of Texas Southern University, the University of New
Orleans, Massachusetts Institute of Technology, and Virginia Tech. She earned a Ph.D. degree in environmental engineering
from Stanford University, and M.S. and B.S. degrees in civil and environmental engineering from the University of California-
Davis. She has been a registered professional civil engineer for 25 years and a certified floodplain manager for 12 years.

DEPUTY ASSISTANT SECRETARY OF LABOR | OSHA

Amanda Edens joined the Occupational Safety and Health Administration in 1985 as an industrial
hygienist. In 2002, she served as the director for the Office of Chemical Hazards-Metals in OSHA's
Directorate of Standards and Guidance, and in 2007 became deputy director of the Directorate of
Standards and Guidance. Ms. Edens has also served on details as acting director for the agency’s
Directorate of Evaluation and Analysis and Directorate of Enforcement Programs.

Ms. Edens holds a Master of Science in Public Health and Bachelor of Science in Biology from the
University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill. She has contributed to the development of significant
health standards, including asbestos, bloodborne pathogens and hexavalent chromium; led emergency management efforts
for protecting the safety and health of response and clean-up workers following Superstorm Sandy and Hurricanes Harvey,
Irma and Maria; and led emergency technical support efforts during the Ebola events and Zika epidemic.
